would “ignore one of their own” and
walk right by a man who was part of
their community. It seems even more

strange to me that a foreigner, a person from Samaria,
who was not even allowed to speak to a Jew, let alone
stop on the road, helped out this poor man. You
remember that this man who was lying on the road was
beaten, stripped, robbed and left for dead. The
Samaritan man certainly had no obligation to stop and
help this poor soul and actually took a risk by helping
him out. Somewhat incomprehensible isn’'t it — two
people of the same faith and ethnic background as the
man who was beaten up, just walked by him and left him
to die. A perfect stranger, risking his own life to a
degree, was the one who stopped and lent a helping
hand. This act is an act of one sharing his Stewardship of
Time and Caring. We also witness an act of a man taking
arisk —a very bold risk!

Most certainly we applaud the Samaritan and look to
him as a primary example of helping others — a steward
of others outside of his own community, faith and ethnic
background. In recent years, we within the Greek
Orthodox Christian community have done a much better
job in reaching out to others, through financial giving,
through the offering of time and talents in going out to
working on mission teams, local habitats for humanity,

collecting articles of clothing for shelters, offering aid to
battered women and other such entities that are worthy
of our support. Our overall understanding of what it
means to be a good Christian steward is growing.

The one thing that saddens me from time to time is what
we witness within our Greek Orthodox community in
regard to some people choosing to ignore the call (and
even the plea) to assist our Archdiocesan ministries, local
Metropolis ministries and even our own parish ministries
— those who really don’t understand the meaning of
Christian stewardship.

We all see the need to respond to the call to be good
stewards. Whenever we read in the Orthodox Observer
or any one of the several Greek newspaper publications
around the country about the needs of others, outside
and within the Greek Orthodox community, it is our
moral obligation as a Christian to respond in kind to
help. People more often than not, do not share their
wealth outside or even within our Greek Orthodox
Church community proportionate to their income; nor in
any way reflect the love for the Lord people should have

Meeting called to order at 7:40 p.m.
Motion was made and seconded to approve minutes of last
meeting. Motion passed unanimously.
FR.JIM’S REPORT
+ Father Jim thanked everyone for their prayersand support
during his recuperation. Also expressed his appreciation to
Fr. Treantafeles for all his help. Fr. Jim also stated that in
times of stress, sickness & discomfort, the importance of
seeking Christ to help get through the crisis and that
He is truly the only one to support us in time of need.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT
+ President Athenson reported on Capital Campaign
information. Stating approximately 30 Stewards have come
forward with cash/pledges totaling approximately $3
million. Capital Campaign solicitors are being trained and
will be contacting individuals soon. He also reported that
Parish Council elections have been scheduled for 1/20/08.
TREASURER’S REPORT
+ Treasurer Nick Gatsis began with a review and report of the
YTD financial information submitted with the agenda and
the new 2008 Budget. He stressed the large difference in the
Archdiocesan assessment which increased from $24,000 to
$56,000. Further indicated the increase for accounting from
$6,000 to $10,200. Much debate and many questions ensued
regarding the accounting. It was suggested and agreed to
seek additional bids for accounting services. A motion was
made, seconded and passed with a majority in favor to

approve the 2008 Budget. Treasurer Gatsis reported on the
internal audit for fiscal year ending 12/31/06 with much
discussion regarding the problems and solutions and a
suggestion to have a meeting with members of the audit
committee. Lastly, Treasurer Gatsis spoke about the
proposed 12/9/07 General Assembly Meeting, stating that he
will send out the financials 2 weeks prior to the meeting. The
mailing to all Stewards will include the agenda, which
outlines the financials/balance sheet/budget, the Parish
Council election committee names, Parish Council
election/nomination information and update information
regarding the Architectural & Capital Campaign Committees.
DINNER DANCE

+ To be held on Feb. 10th, 2008. Committee reported there will

be no auction/raffle but an ad book is planned to be the main
source of revenue. Ad book applications were passed out. A
motion was made, seconded and passed unanimously for
the Parish Council to purchase a full page ad.

ARCHITECTURAL & BUILDING FUND
+ President Athenson outlined the procedures the Capital

Campaign will be following in the near future. He also
reported on elevation changes and LEED activities with the
hope of receiving grant money. Also suggested that the
committee review the future use of or demolition of our
recently purchased real estate that will be vacated soon.

GREEK SCHOOL
+ Father Jim reported another teacher has been added to the

staff, which now totals five - with a total of 54 students.
NEW BUSINESS

+ Fr. Jim reminded everyone to attend the Christmas Bazaar on

11/2 and 11/3. A suggestion was made to obtain as many e-
mail addresses from our membership so e-mail
communication can be sent to the largest amount of members
in the future. Meeting Adjourned at 9:50 p.m.

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ST. BARBARA THE GREAT MARTYR
Commemorated on December 4th

She was the daughter of a certain idolater named Dioscorus. When Barbara came of '

age, she was enlightened in her pure heart and secretly believed in the Holy Trinity.
About this time Dioscorus began building a bath-house; before it was finished he
was required to go away to attend to certain matters, and in his absence Barbara
directed the workmen to build a third window in addition to the two her Father had
commanded. She also inscribed the sign of the Cross with her finger upon the
marble of the bath-house, leaving the saving sign cut as deeply into the marble as if
it had been done with an iron tool. (When the Synaxarion of Saint Barbara was
written, the marble of the bath-house and the cross inscribed by Saint Barbara were
still preserved, and many healings were worked there.) When Dioscorus returned,
he asked why the third window had been added; Barbara began to declare to him
the mystery of the Trinity. Because she refused to renounce her faith, Dioscorus
tortured Barbara inhumanely, and after subjecting her to many sufferings he
beheaded her with his own hands, in the year 290.

ST. ELEFTHERIOS
Commemorated on December 15th

This Saint had Rome as his homeland. Having lost his father when just a child, he
was taken by his mother Anthia to Anicetus, the Bishop of Rome (some call him
Anencletus, or Anacletus), by whom he was instructed in the sacred letters (that is,
the divine Scriptures). Though still very young in years, he was made Bishop of
Illyricum by reason of his surpassing virtue. By his teachings, he converted many
unbelievers to Christ. However, during a most harsh persecution that was raised
against the Christians under Hadrian (reigned 117-138), the Saint was arrested by the
tyrants. Enduring many torments for Christ, he was finally put to death by two
soldiers about the year 126. As for his Christ-loving mother Anthia, while embracing
his lifeless body and kissing him with maternal affection, she was also beheaded.

ST. DIONYSIOS OF ZAKYNTHOS
Commemorated on December 17th

The holy hierarch, Saint Dionysius, who was born and reared on Zakynthos, was the
son of pious and wealthy parents, Mocius and Paulina by name. In his youth, he
entered the ancient monastery of the Strophada Islands, which lie south of
Zakynthos, and there he donned the monastic habit. Later, he was appointed
Archbishop of Aegina, and adorned its throne for a considerable time. Thereafter he

returned to his homeland. One incident in his life especially reveals the virtue he [

attained. A man came to him in desperation, witnessing that he had committed a
murder, and was being pursued by the slain man's family. He asked Saint Dionysius
to give him refuge. The Saint agreed to this, upon learning that it was his own
brother whom the man had slain, he said nothing, but concealing the agony of his
grief, hid him. When the Saint's kinsmen arrived at the monastery, he told them that
the Murderer had gone by such and such a way. When they had departed, he
admonished the man concerning the gravity of his sin, instructed him in repentance,
and sent him off in peace having forgiven him his brother's murder. According to

local tradition, this man later returned and became a monk at this same monastery. Saint Dionysius reposed in peace

in 1621, leaving behind his sacred and incorrupt relics as a treasure for his fellow citizens.

for Him. 1 ponder as to why the National Church, our
very own Hellenic College and Holy Cross School of
Theology or other Archdiocesan ministries do not receive
consideration of people’s benevolence. Our national
church across the country and in every Metropolis should
have the very best of viable Orthodox Christian ministries
(from the cradle to the grave), educational institutions,
hospitals and nursing care facilities — we should be a
viable religious entity in our society, but we are not.

On the local level, when the Church calls one to offer aid,
assistance, cooperation or even requesting their time by
soliciting their involvement — whether it be simply seeking
one’s attendance at a parish General Assembly meeting or
volunteering one’s time to help out with a special event or
ministry within the Church. The call is not answered even
if we see a handful of people who simply choose to ignore
the call, I wonder why? Is one’s time so precious that one
can’t offer to stop and help out the Church when it calls?
Has the Church overall in this country lost its credibility?
Are people overly suspicious of the Church? Is there a
trust factor missing that needs to be rekindled? Perhaps
some have not lost their Faith in God, but they have lost
their faith in those who run the Church.

Thank God the problems of this lack of trust are not
overly prevalent in this parish. There are some people
who may be considered as somewhat cautious and
steadfast in their philosophies, but overall thank God,
people are willing to offer themselves to “better this
parish”, to make it stronger and certainly more viable. |
would like to believe that the credibility and trust factor
within this parish are on pretty solid ground.

The example of the two people who did not help their
fellow countryman and member of their faith in this well
known Parable is what | want to point out. Do you
believe that anyone in this day and age would “ignore a
person”, or for that matter “a cause” regarding the
betterment of need within his or her own faith, if indeed
confronted with the genuine opportunity to help? |
would hope that people would respond to the
stewardship call to give of their time, their talents, but
most assuredly their sense of caring and commitment to
the tasks at hand. Whether you are called to help in
praying to save someone’s life, to stop by the side of the
road to help save someone’s life, or to assist in bettering

the life of those who will be a part of this parish family for
generations to come — you have the opportunity to be a
true Good Samaritan.

The one thing that always impresses me whenever | read
this parable is the fact that the Samaritan in the story took
arisk. I like that — because that tells me that this man had
the courage to forget about the negative things that could
have happened to him, and simply stopped to help a man
in trouble. This Good Samaritan ignored the risk factors
of chastisement, ridicule or fear for his own life and just
helped out a fellow human being. Risk taking is an
important part of life — it is even a more important part of
Christian Stewardship. There are times when we become
intimidated, afraid or just plain scared when it comes to
meeting budgets and bottom line figures. One will look at
a particular figure in a budget for stewardship and say -
“how can we reach this, we’re going to be short — look at
our past history”? This is intimidating stuff! Yet, in order
for a parish to meet the challenge, a parish needs to face
the challenge head on - have faith in themselves — move
aggressively forward and take a risk! The one thing we
need to truly remember though is this - a risk is never
really a risk if one has unshakable Faith in the Lord.

So this is what we have to ponder and | implore you to
pray about these things. Will you respond to the call to
serve the Lord, the Church, this parish when called? Will
your sense of Christian stewardship and service to your
fellow man, your fellow parishioner, and your fellow
parish family member be a favorable response in which
God will be proud? Will you be willing to take a risk, a
risk backed up by our love and Faith in Christ? | ask you
to pray for the answers to these questions.

I have now placed you on the road of yet another spiritual
journey. You will be coming upon someone or a situation
in the next few days, weeks or months that is going to
require your help, your assistance, and your total
stewardship commitment. Are you going to be ready to
make a commitment, make a decision to help? You are
going to have to make a decision, will you help or will
you ignore the situation? Right now you may not know
how you are going to respond, how you are going to react.
But | know this — if you seek God’s help, God’s guidance
in your decisions, the answers will be clear. Are you up
for the challenge? Let’s pray so.
